· We are collaborating with a local organization for preventing homelessness, Saint Stephen’s Way.  They are constructing affordable housing that 4 organizations will be qualified to refer families. Three of those 4 agencies are: Brevard C.A.R.E.S., Family Allies and Brevard Family Partnership. We are overjoyed at the prospect of stable shelter and attainable resources for the families that we serve. In the coming months, we will be working closely with Saint Stephen’s Way to iron out the specific processes and procedures for referrals and how we can be an integral resource to their efforts.
· Don Johnson, our Chief Financial Officer, has been researching and has secured an electronic platform that will allow us to communicate more effectively with our staff during hurricanes and other forms of crisis/emergencies. We previously used the Remind application, with limited capacity, however, the new communication tool, AlertMedia will be in use very soon to help us navigate better into hurricane season and beyond. 
· Clevens Face and Body Specialists recently honored our organization along with two other non-profits were beneficiaries of the proceeds from their Patient Appreciation event. A check for $2,500 was presented to BFP last week on behalf of their medical team in downtown Melbourne. 

· The family of the late Gary Neal (adoptive parent) wished to honor his life and memory by requesting donations to our organization in lieu of flowers at his memorial. This gesture was absolutely heartwarming, and I was honored to attend his services to pay our respects and share our utmost appreciation for their kindness. Several $100.00 donations were made to us, including a donation of $500.00 from Community Credit Union. 

· I personally spoke with the Turtle Creek Golf Course manager, Justin Horton, and he assured me that we have plenty of time to solicit sponsorships and golfers, as most will wait until approximately 1 month before the event. He was informative and has confirmed that he would maintain contact with us should there be any updates before our tournament. 

· Both the FAPA (Foster and Adoptive Parent Association) and the FCC (Florida Coalition for Children) conferences have taken place since our last Governance Board Meeting. These conferences are an annual opportunity for staff and families alike to come together to network and share best practices in our industry while collaborating on resource and information sharing to better serve our children and families.
